PRINCIPAL'S REPORT

This year's Year 13 group began their secondary
schooling in 2019 and this was a unique year for
this particular intake. It was the last year that
secondary schools were free from disruption. So,
in Year 9, this group enjoyed normal face to face
classes, a full smorgasbord of school offerings
such as drama performances, House events and
all our normal scheduled sports exchanges. Little
did any of us appreciate that 2019 would be our
last year free from disruption. We then had
three years of Covid disruption, and all schools
were part of the country-wide lockdown. The
last time this happened in NZ was in the 1920s
during the Polio epidemic and all schools were
shut for nearly six months.

As a nation we acquired plenty of new
vocabulary, including: mandate, status, traffic
lights, and rostering home, and as an education
system of teachers and learners we developed
a swift understanding of distance learning.
Whilst Covid ceased, the industrial action this
year continued to cause disruption to a normal
school year.

However, in a bizarre way, these last four years
have provided students with some invaluable
training for the real world that they are going
to be facing. The world is changing, and we
must be prepared to be flexible and to change to
meet the challenges ahead. The pace of change
is increasing and the uncertainty over future
employment often reflects these changes. As a
very simple example, think about the last time
you were actually in a bank and spoke to a teller.
Clearly there is a diminishing demand for bank
tellers.

The human race is incredibly adaptable, and
the ability to be flexible has enabled humans
to occupy all corners of the planet. However,
wherever you are on the planet there are certain
qualities that will stand you in good stead. These
include having respect for yourself and others
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around you. Taking pride in the quality of your
work and interactions with others around you
are again universal values. Our AshColl values
have merit, and you will appreciate others who
share these same values.

In spite of the uncertainty of the future, you will
be the masters of your own destiny. It is your
destiny so make the most of it, don't be afraid to
try something new, especially as you are starting
out. | was 17 and in my last year at school and
| had no idea about what | was going to do in
the real world. An old family friend suggested
“"teaching, because | got on well with all manner
of people” That simple suggestion put me on
a very satisfying career path simply because |
listened and considered that idea. My one piece
of advice to you is to appreciate that most of
you will be working for about the next 50 years.
That's a very long time to be miserable in your
working life.

As a school we have all faced several collective
challenges over the last two years. There is an
old family saying that goes "you don't get a
great omelette without breaking some eggs". All
of us have had to put up with living within a
large construction site. This has resulted in the
constant rumbling of machines, delivery trucks
rolling through our campus, the frequently
moving construction fence mazes and, of
course, the significant reduction in our playing
fields and use of our campus.

Now that the Rangitata block is finally finished,
we have state of the art drama, science, maths,
agriculture, and art rooms, plus Te Whare
Manaaki. These spaces are fantastic and have
been further enhanced by some welcome
additions paid for from our BOT reserves. Other
additions have included our new gym changing
block, improvements to space and storage
within the mini gym, and a brilliant restoration
and transformation of Menorlue into a music
area. Sadly, we are now facing an uncertain
delay before the next stage will begin. This
block will contain 30 classrooms, a new library,
canteen, and staff room.

There are a number of groups | wish to
acknowledge. Firstly, our staff - both teaching
and non-teaching. Nobody who works in a
school does so with expectations of wealth
- but all take pride in their job. | wish to
acknowledge my Senior Leadership Team and
my PA for their continued hard work.

Award. Unlike the Blues Award, the Colours Awards are not confined only to Ashburton College-based activities.

As is always the case, we continue to be so impressed by the level of attainment of so many of these students. Fourteen recipients were awarded

a Colour for this year.

At the assembly the following were acknowledged:

Chloe Graham

Chloe has been accepted into the New Zealand School of Dance
Associates' Programme. The Associates' Programme identifies ballet and

contemporary dance students who have the talent for a career in dance
performance. For this programme, Chloe travels to Wellington every term
for further training held by the most well-regarded dance tutors in the
country.

Chloe has also been selected to compete at The Brisbane International
Contemporary Dance Prix, for which you must audition to be a part

of. Only ninety competitors have been chosen across New Zealand

and Australia. Chloe has also participated in The Ashburton Society of
Performing Arts competition held here in Ashburton where she won two
out of the three items that she performed.

Oliver (Ollie) Bubb

Ollie has had a stellar year this past year in Powerlifting. He began 2023
as the National Champion for the Under 74kg Sub Junior category in the
International Powerlifting Federation and represented New Zealand in
the Commonwealths in Auckland. At this event he gained two Silver and
two Bronze medals, broke the New Zealand National Deadlift record and
qualified for the World Championships in Romania.

Ollie has also been chosen to be part of the Canterbury Sports
Development organisation for up and coming athletes and is looking
forward to continuing with his Powerlifting as he heads to the University
of Canterbury next year.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: FORMER STAFF MEMBER

GREG JONES

Former highly respected staff member Greg Jones died on 24 March of this
year, following a short illness, to the shock of family, friends and former
colleagues alike.

At the end of 2014 Greg completed 39 years' quality service, having started
at Ashburton College in January 1976 as Assistant Teacher of Science and
a Teacher of Maths. In Greg's first year of teaching, College had what was
then known as The School Inspectors' visit. The Maths inspector is recorded
as saying 'young Jones will do fine! This certainly proved to be true, to the
benefit of Ashburton College students and staff alike.

From this date Greg continued as a highly regarded, skilled teacher, well-
respected by students and his colleagues. His quick mind and unflappable
approach to responsibility resulted in effective organisation and outcomes.

Greg was described by a colleague as a fine teacher, one of the very best.
This same colleague noted, when asked what Greg taught, that his reply
was always that he taught 'young people' rather than Science or Chemistry.
Greg was a 'people person', with a friendly, down-to-earth manner, able to
develop a real rapport with his learners and pitch his teaching at their level
in an interesting, relevant and understandable way. He was always willing
to go the extra mile to offer students extra help they needed.

Greg's many positions of responsibility included Head of Chemistry
Department, Staff House Leader of Green House, timetable support, Year
12 and 13 Tutor and Dean of Senior School providing pastoral care to
senior students throughout their final year, and a leadership role in the
Transition Department.

A significant feature of Greg's work was his astute knowledge of
senior students, interest in their progress and aptly written references.
Another tribute given at Greg's funeral noted his absolute and insightful
knowledge of each Year 13 student which, combined with an outstanding
wordsmithing ability, meant school leavers' testimonials represented
each individual with uncanny accuracy. Over 200 were written annually,
supporting students to secure positions in employment, Tertiary Courses, or
Halls of Residence. Reflecting his remarkable capabilities, each document
was unique, absolutely honest and precise.

Greg had an amazing memory, overall and for former students and would
carry this knowledge, and of their future pathways with him, and would
continue to ask after their progress and pursuits, relishing opportunities to
catch up with them.

Resigning from College and taking up a position at College House,
Christchurch, was a natural fit for Greg and provided him with an
opportunity to continue to work with 'students' as they transitioned into
University life, and to support their welfare; a position he undertook with
the same capabilities we had appreciated at College.

Over many years Greg's sporting capabilities and passion saw him coach
and select College Cricket, Rugby and Squash teams. Post-retirement he
was part of the College's Friday golf team, right up until five weeks before
he died. Greg again showed his sporting prowess on the course, being a
natural sportsman with great co-ordination.

A familiar face, and secure hands, at College's end of year Prize-Givings
belied the level of behind-the-scenes work required to co-ordinate five
year levels of these effectively and efficiently, for fourteen-plus years.
Involved in the smooth final result was gaining information from teachers,
convening special prizes meetings and liaising with sponsors and prize
donors.

Tributes and stories were many, with many humorous aspects referenced
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as well, plus his passion for and contributions to horse racing.

What better legacy can a person be referenced for than to say he had every
excellent human quality in spades, with his sudden and untimely passing
shocking, stunning and deeply saddening all who knew and worked with
him. 'Jonesy' was an outstanding teacher who excelled in the numerous
roles he had during his career.

DON WILSON

Don Wilson was an early starter into the world of supporting schools as
a Computer Technician, at a time when 'networks' were in their infancy.
The pathway to Computer Technician started when Don joined the staff of
Ashburton College in 1986, firstly as a Science Technician. In addition to
electronic repairs for the Science Faculty, and other departments, his role
included Audio Visual support to Library staff and relevant departments.
Both of these positions assumed a lesser role as the computer network
trajectory increased. Due to Don's skills and electronics knowledge, his
position quickly evolved into that of Computer Technician and, by 1999,
most of his work centred on the maintenance, development and training
associated with College's Computer Network. This position he held until his
retirement at the end of 2003.

Inherent in the Computer Technician position was also being a member of
the College RISC (Resources) Committee while, up until mid-1999 he also
held the position of Health and Safety Officer.

Given today's dependency on computer networks and IT (Information
Technology) some of the earlier role divisions and decisions remind us just
how much has changed. As Administrator of the network, one of the role
divisions meant Don was allocated to ‘looking after email:

By 1999 he had already foreseen the need to address issues of network
security and protocols within the College, and had signalled this to
management.

Also, around this time, he worked with former Head of Technology Steve
Wood, regarding the use of MacIntosh computers in the Technology area;
setting up network installations extensions in that area, and within R and
T Blocks.

Questioned amidst this work was whether ‘connecting rooms to internet
was really required?" Again, not a factor one would question nowadays.
Alongside Executive Officer of the time, Bryan Hunter, they set up the
fibre cables through the overhead service ducts, in order to facilitate these
changes. Bryan reliably advises that, with Don being tall, and he not being,
he (Bryan) got the job of crawling through the ducts!

During this time of transition into the world of IT, Don availed himself of
every useful opportunity for training.

Don's wide-ranging skills came into play in helping with a number of
projects around the College, being described, at times, as a 'right-hand
man' to Bryan Hunter. That duo, with former staff member '‘Doc" Derek
Syme, organised themselves also into many motorcycle tours with Don's
later bike, for the enthusiasts amongst you, being a BMW R1100RT flat
twin 1085cc tourer.

Don was involved in many aspects of the College's life and, being a former
farmer, was a keen supporter of the College's Agriculture programme and
plot.

On the sporting front, Don, with Bryan, was instrumental, through the
Coronation Target Shooting Club, in setting up an inter-House Shooting
competition. This was described as a 'big thing back in its day It ran for four
weeks, at lunchtimes, allowing for 100 students per House to participate at
the Coronation Range on West Street.

Don's nineteen years of contributions to Ashburton College helped build
the foundations of where we are now at, and his work was valued by staff,
students, and the Board alike. His very down-to-earth and realistic views of
the needs of the College in the computer space were more than valuable,
as was his research regarding pricing options. His ability to present cost-
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effective alternatives often allowed dollars spent to go a little further than
initially budgeted for.

Don was always keen to gain more information, especially in his areas of
interest, and he approached life in an understated manner which belied his
acute intelligence, talents and capabilities, alongside a positive outlook and
dry sense of entertaining humour.

When Don died, on 24 March, a genuinely very fine person was lost to
all who knew him, worked with him, and who were fortunate enough to
enjoy his personality, and share in his interests and skills through his many
involvements in the wider community.

At College we acknowledge, with appreciation, all that Don contributed as
the quality person he was, and for the skills he offered. It was a privilege
to have known him.

Day One involved getting to Kaikoura, accompanied by rain most of
the way. Once there, because the weather forecast was rather dire for
Thursday, it was decided to visit four beaches and take measurements
and collect data on each of them. Annie said that the students started
slowly but by the fourth beach they were used to it and it was a much
faster process.

Taking measurements and data involves collecting beach profile data
and sediment sizes.

Thursday dawned very cold and very windy after a southerly had swept
through during the night, making this one of the coldest Kaikoura trips
in the twenty years of Annie being involved in organising this outdoor
education trip!

Since it was still raining around 10:30am it was decided to go into
town so the students could have a look around (some coffee and retail
therapy may have been partaken of by teachers!).

As predicted, the rain eased off around mid-day and after lunch the
group set off to do the customary walk around the peninsula although,
on arriving at South Bay, the wind was extremely strong and very cold.
Since the group had data from the day before, it was decided to record
those beaches again and do a short walk from Seal Point for an hour

FIELD TRIPS - YEAR 12 ANTARCTIC CENTRE

Year 12 Science Antarctic Centre Trip

The trip took place in late February and Teacher-in-Charge of Chemistry
Heena Shah advised that the objective of the visit was specifically to
assist students with an internal/research assessment.

The day's programme started at 9:45am, with the day described as
being jam-packed with good learning about Antarctica.

First up was the always-appealing Hagglund ride and Storm-room
experience, with the temperature of minus 280 Celsius giving aninsight
into the windchill factor. Hagglund is a fun-riding experience on a
vehicle that is used in the Antarctic for transportation. This gave the
students a good idea of the terrain and hurdles faced in the Antarctic.
During the presentation, the students learnt about the climate and
weather conditions at the Antarctic as well as the organisms that have
adapted to living in the harsh conditions there.

A visit to the penguin enclosure followed, to learn about penguin
behaviours in the wild and in the enclosure.

Adding to this information was a presentation about Antarctic weather
and climate, plus animals and their adaptations that help them survive
on and around the extreme environment of Antarctica.

The trip also involved a 4D movie experience about the research
that is being conducted in the Antarctic. This led into an interactive
demonstration on waves, light and the length of the day; with the use
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of models.

Heena advised that, all-in-all, this was a fun day with a lot of
learning that linked to the Year 12 Earth and Space Science and the
Achievement Standard to ‘Investigate How Organisms Survive In
Extreme Environments. Students worked on completing this internal
assessment task, with feedback from the students being positive.
Heena noted that the experience makes the connections to the learning
much clearer.

Year 12 History Trip to Horomaka

On Friday, 03 March, our Year 12 History class travelled to Horomaka
(Banks Peninsula) to support our learning towards our Takapuneke
Massacre study.

Marie Haley from The Seventh Generation (committed to regenerative
tourism, enhancing community, place and nature, and telling stories of
the region) took us to five of the most significant sites, explaining their
cultural history related to Akaroa.

We visited Tuhiraki (Mt Bossu), where Rakaihautu (one of the founding
ancestors of Waitaha) used his ko to dig out the great lakes of the
South Island; the Britomart Monument; Takapuneke Reserve (one of
the most important historic sites in New Zealand); and Onuku church,
where the first South Island signing of the Treaty of Waitangi took
place.

Our last stop for the day was at the Akaroa Museum, where we learned
about the way of life in Horomaka before European settlers arrived.
At the museum, there was also Langlois Cottage and the first court in
Canterbury.

Thank you so much to Mrs Hampton for organising our fantastic trip
for us, Mr Sim for accompanying us on the day, and Miss Walker for
taking us on the trip and teaching us the knowledge needed before the

trip to Horomaka.

Foundation Skills - Awards Ceremony
Over the past three years three teachers - Deputy Principal of Papatoetoe
High School Dr Karen Dobric, Lead of Learning Support Esther Williams
from Pukekohe High School, and Ashburton College's Liz Carrick:
Assistant Head of Senior School, Head of Department Foundation
Studies and In-School Community of Learning for Foundation Skills and
Pathways, have been working on the development of the Foundation
Skills programme for secondary schools.

This included working with personnel within the Ministry of Education
and the Tertiary Sector to develop and design the twelve Unit Standards
for the Level 1 New Zealand Certificate for Foundation Skills. This
meant an inordinate amount of work and monthly trips to Wellington
to work on these.

The trio has now established a subject association and have several
schools now wanting to implement the programme which we are
supporting.

Our students at Ashburton College are the first in New Zealand to
complete the Foundation Skills Course and experience the first-ever
Prize-giving in Foundation Skills Level 1.

Liz said that, if the success of these akonga is anything to go by,
then the future is looking bright. She emphasised that it has been
an absolute pleasure to watch these young people become proud and
eager for success, saying they now have the grounding to support
them, no matter what they choose.

The whole premise for the course is to re-engage learners and help
them to find a pathway that suits their skills

and long-term goals.

Liz affirmed that The New

Zealand Certificate for Foundation Skills

Level 1 is here to stay, with work on the

Level 2 programme already underway, by a

rating panel within which Liz is writing the

standards currently.

The Awards Presentation

In introducing the presentations, Liz said that

this was New Zealand's first-ever prizegiving

for the New Zealand Certificate in Foundation
Skills Level 1, Version 3, using the new suite of
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standards specifically designed for this course.

The purpose of this course is to re-engage learners, support them and
provide pathways into further education at Polytechnics, YMCA's and
Universities. It also acts as a stepping-stone into apprenticeships and
the workforce.

The course provides students with the chance to develop self-
management, resilience, leadership and communication skills within
communities. It also focuses on developing the literacies needed for
life such as numeracy, reading and writing. The students also gain
confidence in interacting within groups, wider society, across cultures
and in the workplace.

Alongside of this course students have worked in their other subjects
to gain additional credits, plus working on their NCEA numeracy and
literacy credits. Some students have achieved these while others are
still working towards them.

The course itself is worth 60 credits, and students who have achieved
this course can continue on to undertake NCEA Level 2 should they
wish to.

Liz credited the students saying they were an 'awesome bunch' of
young people who have developed qualities and attributes they should
be proud of, saying that we as a school are certainly proud of them.

JAPANESE TEST

Japanese Language Proficiency Test

The Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT)
has been offered by the Japan Foundation and
Japan Educational Exchanges and Services
(formerly  Association of  International
Education, Japan) since 1984, as a reliable
means of evaluating and certifying the
Japanese proficiency of non-native speakers.
College Teacher of Japanese Hiromi Horsley
said that, in the beginning, there were
approximately 7,000 examinees worldwide.
In 2011, there were as many as 610,000
examinees around the globe, making JLPT
the largest-scale Japanese language test in
the world. In 2017, the number of applicants
exceeded 1 million, and in 2019, about 1.36
million applicants.

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TRADES AND YEAR 12 ENGINEERING PROJECTS

Trades Transition Class - Fence Project

The AshColl Trades Transition class was busy during Term One on a
fence project, earning themselves NCEA credits and Unit Standard
qualifications from the Building and Construction ITO (Industry
Training Organisation). At the same time as this fence was being
erected, the class was also gaining qualifications in Worksite Safety
and First Aid.

Teacher-in-Charge of Automotive and Trades Patrick Neal said that,
with these qualifications and each now having their own PPE (Personal
Protective Equipment), they would be going on work experience at
various companies in Ashburton, with the view to leaving school and
earning a trade.

Their next project they undertook was outdoor seating, with the
Ashburton District Council and Hakatere Marae as clients. These
seats had galvanised steel frames, and timber milled from Ashburton
Domain trees that were brought down by the strong winds last year.
The Ashburton Council allowed us to use this timber in exchange for
two bench seats near their Flying Fox. Seats at the Hakatere Marae will
be installed in front of their Whare for outdoor events.

Students are also enrolled in other Technology classes that they enjoy:
such as Automotive, Building or Mechanical Engineering. Here they
learn specialised skills within trades they are interested in. When the
students come to the Trades Class, they share these skills with their
team, each contributing and having an opportunity to lead on the
project.

Year 12 Engineering Students

Nic Collie and Mason Bland completed their drift trikes in the Year 12
Engineering Technology class. Teacher Patrick Neal said that these trikes
were the first finished.

Nic and Mason fabricated these projects in steel, mostly making parts
utilising hand techniques. However, they also used CAD (Computer-
aided Design) software and the Technology Department's new CNC
(Computer Numerical Control) plasma cutter on the projects.

Nic fitted a 2.5hp petrol engine and axle imported from China, as well
as parts off a second-hand bike.

Mason used a 4hp engine from an old water blaster. This engine
required some servicing as it had been sitting outside for some time.
The wheels have skid sleeves cut from 300mm PVC culvert pipe and this
allows these machines to slide and drift at fairly low speeds. Nic has
also fitted a turbocharger for a little extra performance!

During this project students have earnt NCEA credits in Hand tools,
Fabrication as well as CAD drawing.

Aoraki Mountainbike Championships

This event was held mid-September at Herbert Forest, with two College
riders - Sebastian van Rooyen and Aiden Lapham - competing.

Year 12 student Sebastian, was competing in the Under 17 age group
in both the Cross-Country and Enduro.

Cross Country — 1st Placing for Sebastian

From a field of thirteen racers, Sebastian finished in 1st place,
completing his five laps in a time of 59:35.2, an impressive 2:14.7
minutes ahead of the second place-getter, an Under 19 age group
racer. Each lap consisted of approximately a 3.5km circuit.

Year 11 student Aiden also competed in this grade, finishing in 10th
position.

Cross-country cycling is defined by the terrain on which it is performed.
At this event, bikers raced over purpose-built mountain bike tracks
with some wider gravel road sections. Riders were advised to expect
to encounter a variety of mountain biking obstacles, including narrow
single-track, loose surfaces, tree roots, rocks, drops and jumps.

This event had a 9:30am start, with the Enduro racing starting at
1:00pm; with age categories being Years 7 and 8, Under 15, Under 17
and Under 19. Age groups were placed together in some events, and
males and females race together within the respective age category.

Enduro Mountain bike is described as identifying most closely with
the recreational mountain biker, with the event being like a motor
rally, with riders competing over a series of timed stages on a range
Competitors ride from stage-to-stage over
untimed liaisons between timed stages.

For this event the Enduro consisted of three timed downhill stages on
different tracks within the Mount Herbert Forest Reserve. Riders were
required to ride or push their bikes up the hill to the start of each stage.
Aiden didn't compete in this event.

However, it was another successful outing for Sebastian who again
gained 1st placing, from a field of thirty-five racers. This race was a
three-lap event, with Sebastian finishing in a time of 10:21.00 in what
was obviously a tight finish with the Under 17 second-placed rider
finishing just 7 seconds behind.

South Island School Cyclocross Championships

Oli Nicholls was College's sole representative at this event held in
Halswell, Christchurch, on Sunday 16 July. Anton Nicholls, Oli's dad,
was Manager and all-important mechanic for the day.

Cyclocross is a cross between mountain biking and road biking, with
competitors completing multiple laps of a short course consisting of
a varied terrain including grass, mud, sand, gravel and sealed paths,
along with obstacles which can either be jumped or the bike has to be
carried over.

Cyclocross bikes are similar to road bikes but have wider, grippy tyres,
although mountain bikes are allowed to enter in school cyclocross
events.

Racing generally lasts for an hour, although schools racing is 30 to 40
minutes long.

Oli placed 6th and Keagan 12th in a competitive field that contained
the current Schools' National Champion.

Downhill

Due to rain forecast for the following day, part of the Downhill event
was rescheduled for Friday afternoon. The top of the downhill was
accessed by the chairlift and included lots of bermed corners and rocky
sections, which had begun to dry out with a day of sunshine.

The 230 downhill competitors had to complete two practice runs and
then do a timed qualification run (seeding) to determine the start order
for the following day's race.

Oli qualified in first position in the Under 20's, but slipped into second
place after his race run, the following day.
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Enduro
Sunday was Enduro day. This involved timed downhill stages on four
trails on the mountain, with the winner being the rider with the
quickest combined time over the four courses.

Showers on and off again in the morning meant the track conditions
were constantly changing for the 212 competitors.

Oli successfully rode into 1st place in the Under 20's after winning two
stages and posting good times for the other two.

Oli's podium finishes in the Downhill and Enduro combined with a
good Cross Country result saw him win the Under 20 Overall South
Island Champion title.

Thirty three teams and ninety nine shooters contested this match.

Our
students knew they were going to be in for a tough battle.

After Round 1, the Red Team was closely second; while the Blue Team
had a cautious start to be 7th. Madi Tourle and Charlotte McKenzie led
the way with strong opening targets.

Round 2 produced simply phenomenal scoring from the AshColl
shooters.

with Blue rocketing into 4th place.

Round 3 saw another tester for a great 99 from Eliza and a cracking 98
from Bree, and Red stayed steady with 3 good 97s. The next question
was, would this be enough?

Cambridge High School produced the round of the match in Round
3, with 297 to clinch the victory from the Red team for Silver, while
the Blue Team moved into Bronze Medal position, edging out a classy
Marlborough Girls' and Dannevirke High Schools for a history-making
double podium (the first time in the long history of the match that one
school takes two positions).

The scores in this match are the highest scores put forward by an
Ashburton College team, with both the Red and Blue team scoring
outcomes which would have won this match in most of the past ten
years. Both teams averaged high A grade shooting.

It was so exciting to see Madi and Bree debut for a NZ team. Madi
won her spot through a sublime run in the team rounds, producing a
wonderful 296.10, including a 100.7.

Bree had a steady school match but took her chance in the South Island
team for two great targets (99.02 and 97.06) to take a place with the
New Zealand selection. This was wonderful work from both girls.
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This match sees the end of both schools' matches for the year but also
the Indoor competition season. It has been a long season with multiple
peaks for these athletes, who are ready for a well-earned rest, except
Charlotte McKenzie who heads straight to Outdoors with Oceania only
just round the corner at the start of November.

All students have been great competitors for the school this year and
have created amazing memories, as well as records and history.
