This year has been an assortment of experiences.

Schools run on routines with key events 

timetabled during the year. With any new 

event there is always a little uncertainty and 

angst about how it will unfold. In 2020 we 

faced Covid for the first time as a school. Our 

list of uncertainties included: how do you 

teach without students, how do we monitor 

and support our learners, what do you do for 

students without a device, how do we support 

our staff as they cope with families at home 

and as they are providing online learning. How 

much work, is a reasonable expectation? Plus, of 

course, how to ensure our school is safe for a 

partial return at Level 3. All of these uncertainties 

and unknowns caused high levels of stress and 

anxiety last year. With the arrival of the Delta 

variant we were suddenly faced with all these 

challenges but with only a few hours’ notice 

before returning to Level 4. However, because 

this wasn’t a new challenge, our staff and 

students swung into “we have got this mode”. 

Whilst the return to Covid restrictions wasn’t 

ideal, the level of anxiety around teaching and 

meeting the needs of learners was noticeably 

reduced.  We are all of course hoping that 

such disruption won’t become a regular event, 

although all schools will need to be flexible as 

further variants of Covid emerge. 

Speaking of disruptions to learning, in May our 

region faced a major flood. Whilst the Ashburton 

College campus itself was fine, the disruption to 

the road network and the closure of the main 

bridge caused our place to be closed for another 

week.  Many of our families of course needed our 

students to be involved with the clean up, which 

in some cases is still ongoing.  The combination 

of closure for flooding and Covid  did mean 

that our senior students qualified for Learning 

Recognition credits which will allow our high 

achievement rates in NCEA to continue. 

Our campus refurbishment has finally begun. 

This will enable Ashburton College to have state 

of the art buildings which are fit for purpose. 

We have significant input into the overall 

design of the buildings and the configuration 

of the classrooms. It’s exciting that the rebuild 

has begun with the relocation of Phoenix Pre-

school to the outdoor netball courts.  The first 

of the new blocks will begin construction this 

year which will create 32 new classroom spaces. 

The design of these classes is based on having 

flexible spaces if required and also creating 

indoor/outdoor flow. Disruptions to planning 

and the supply chain due to Covid have put 

planned timelines under pressure. It is fantastic 

to know that the end result will be worth the 

wait. 

As we look to the future, Ashburton College 

has recognised that the traditional subject 

silo model of education won’t equip our 

future graduates with the necessary skills and 

dispositions that will enable them to thrive in 

the future work spaces.  The ability to retain 

information and knowledge is no longer 

essential with the sum of the world’s knowledge 

being freely available, anytime, anywhere via 

digital platforms.  Graduates of the future will 

need to be capable of co-operation, creative 

problem solving, resilient and effective oral 

communicators. To foster these skills, secondary 

schools recognise a need to restructure their 

traditional programmes.  There will always be 

a need for core knowledge of subject matter, 

but the development of dispositions such as 

curiosity, resilience and being an effective team 

member requires a different model of education. 

As your local College we look forward to a 

different future..

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YEAR 9 ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIP

The Year 9 Academic Scholarships were 

established, in 2004, by the Ashburton College 

Board of Trustees, with up to two scholarships 

awarded annually.

MATHEMATICS SUCCESS
Luke Hay has had another excellent year achieving amongst the top 

students in New Zealand in several Mathematics competitions.

First up was the Otago Junior Mathematics Competition. The first part of 

this competition took place in April. From this, Luke was amongst three 

Ashburton College students selected to participate in the second part of the 

competition. The first part was an online, short answer and multi-choice 

problem solving assessment. The second part was a written assessment 

where problems needed to be solved with clear working and mathematical 

reasoning. Luke finished with a distinction certificate placing him in the 

top 15% of all Year 10 entrants.

On Thursday 24 June the Year 10 AshCollMath competition was held. 

Luke’s team gained 1st place solving 14 problems, well ahead of the 

second placed team on 10 problems. The team then went on to attend 

the AorakiMath Competition on 12 August at Timaru Boys’ High School. 

Teams of four answer as many questions as possible within 30 minutes. 

There were 27 Year 10 teams entered. Luke’s team  finished second. They 

had finished all 20 questions in just over 20 minutes but were beaten by 

Roncalli who finished less than a minute before them.

The Kiwi Mathematics Competition was also held in Term 3. Luke gained 

Excellence in this with a score of 95. The top score nationally for Year 10 

was 96. 

The Australian Mathematics Competition was sat on 4 August. This is 

an online problem solving competition entered by several hundreds 

of thousands of students from several countries. Luke scored 68 points 

earning a Distinction and placing him in the top 6% of all Year 10 students.

The  ICAS Mathematics Competition was sat on 20 October.  Luke scored 

37 out of 40 points. This placed him in the top 1% of all Year 10 students in 

New Zealand and the Pacific. He earned a High Distinction certificate. This 

is an especially outstanding result.

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Peter Bain, well-respected, long-serving College 
staff member passed away on 10 January of this 
year, aged 88 years.
Peter began teaching at Ashburton College 
in 1969, appointed as Head of Junior Science. 
Additionally, as an excellent practitioner, Peter 
was a valuable mentor to younger teachers, 
providing wise advice and guidance. Former 
Head of Chemistry at College, Greg Jones, also 
credited Peter’s mentorship as being significant 
in his own teaching career and methods.
Peter was Primary teacher trained, which leant 
his teaching to being ‘hands-on’, explaining 
concepts with useful analogies to help 
understanding, and relating science theory 
to real-life situations.   His generally quiet and 
questioning approach to students was a tool 
that helped get feedback and kept student 
engagement levels high.
Also described by Greg was Peter’s ability to 
make a science experiment a highlight, aided 
by the quantities of chemicals required to result 
in an impressive controlled bang, but not too 
dangerous!  
At College Peter progressed through positions 
of responsibility, latterly around Special 
Education  where he was part of a group set up 
to establish the Student Learning Support Unit 
for students with learning difficulties.  The unit, 
now known as Te Whare Manaaki, continues to 
be an important part of supporting and offering 
students supported learning, and an integral 
sector of the College.
Additional to school life, Peter was an 
outdoors man, and his love of tramping and 
mountaineering was shared with students, 
setting many on the path of a life-long love 
for outdoor activities. He was instrumental in 
setting up Outdoor Education at College, with 
camps held near Mt Winterslow for Family Form 
groups.   These programmes helped students 

to get to know more about 
themselves, to develop self-
reliance, and to communicate 
and work with others in 
different environments.  Being a 
passionate conservationist, any 
student leaving rubbish behind 
had to carry that rubbish back 
down in their pack – with a few 
rocks added to remind them of 
their indiscretion!
Sport formed another part of 
Peter’s life interests, particularly 
his life-long love of cricket 
and, as was the contributing 
nature of the person, he 
gave much personal time to 
the game, beyond his own 
pleasure – he was a player 
(for Old Boys for many years), 
coach, groundsman, umpire 
and administrator, described as 
giving a ‘contribution which was 
enormous’.  

Peter had umpiring appointments for Hawke 
Cup games and senior representative fixtures, 
indicating his capabilities in this role. He finished 
umpiring when he was around 75 years old!   
Always giving to the College and its students, he 
coached the Ashburton College 1st XI for many 
years, encompassing significant hours also 
preparing the pitch, cutting the grass, rolling the 
pitch and marking it out – with some student 
help but with Peter as the lead, and as tractor 
and mower driver.  
Peter was also the College delegate on the 
Ashburton County Cricket Association for many 
years, with his contributions to setting direction 
and running the affairs of the organisation 
being respected as insightful, as befitted his 
thoughtful approach to matters of decision.  
His authorship of the book ‘The First Century’ 
covering the history of the Ashburton County 
Cricket Association’s history from 1891-1996, 
was widely acclaimed and became a valuable 
addition to Mid Canterbury’s sporting history.  He 
was acknowledged at the Mid Canterbury Sports 
Awards with recognition of his untiring and 
almost unprecedented efforts in volunteering 
and service to cricket over many years.
Alongside his own cricketing, Peter co-coached 
the College Junior Rugby team. Peter had an 
affinity for sport and a love for seeing young 
people engaging in physical activity and striving 
to do their best.   He was athletics judge at 
College Athletic Finals’ Days for many years and, 
outside of College, until close to the time of his 
death, was also involved in golf and sailing, let 
alone his impressive tramping and climbing 
CV, in New Zealand and abroad, including the 
Himalayas.
Those who knew Peter and who had benefited 
from his innovative ‘ahead-of-its time’ teaching, 
collegiality and support; coaching; humour;

administrative skills and planning; and sharing 
of his love of the outdoors and sport, are the 
better for having known him.  
He was a fine person of integrity; generous 
of his time and capabilities, quietly presented, 
thoughtful, intelligent, genuinely interested 
in others and possessing of a devilish sense 
of humour and quick wit appropriate to an 
occasion.  
Our sympathy is extended to his family, sons 
Alister and Bob and their partners Karen and 
Alayna and grandchildren Kate, Maddy and 
Lachie; being those closely impacted on since 
the death of Peter’s wife Marie.
Peter’s was a life notable for the experiences 
he packed into it, and the contributions he 
made during it.    At College, where his career 
spanned twenty two years, we acknowledge 
with a real gratitude and respect of his input, 
his capabilities and Peter as a person.  Numerous 
families, students and staff were privileged 
to have known him as a person who has 
contributed much to the fabric of the life and 
work of Ashburton College.

College’s first Year 13 Student Automotive 

on-site class this year, with significant

their application.  Kyle is to be credited with 

promoting the inclusion of this course within 

College, a legacy he will leave College with 

when he transfers to a new school in 2022.

All students from both Automotive Courses 

(Year 12 and Year 13, two classes of sixteen 

students) passed, with Year 13 students 

able to have 14 credits deducted from 

any apprenticeship within the automotive 

industry, having completed two years of this 

course.  

Kyle said that half of the Year 13 students 

from the course have gained apprenticeships 

within the Ashburton District, or to do with 

the Automotive Industry.

Interest in the course is growing, with 

numbers looking to form three classes for 

2022, one at Year 13 and two at Year 12 

level.  The course builds on itself over the 

two years, and therefore undertaking it in 

Year 12 is required as a pre-requisite for Year 

13. Having said that, some Year 13 students 

undertake Level 2, and could achieve Level 3 

if completed within the relevant timeframes.  

During Covid lockdown time the flexibility 

within the course meant students were able 

to continue with the online components of 

work, and then undertake practical work 

experience in the workshops on return. The 

College Workshops are set up as a workplace 

workshop would be, with the benefits of 

the course being in-house apparent in the 

increasing numbers of students taking up 

enrolment opportunity.

Founder of GirlBoss is Alexia Hilbertidou, who established this company at 

age sixteen. Part-Samoan, she was the only Pasifika student in her physics 

class and this experience made her passionate about encouraging more 

Maori and Pasifika students and women into Science.  Her business grew 

from small school-assembly beginnings.

Selective Leadership Accelerator Programme

Easterlin outlined the work behind her success through this Challenge, 

saying over 180 young women took part in the ten day programme, 

during the April school holiday period, through which students underwent 

high-level leadership training and received mentoring from some of 

New Zealand’s leading healthcare professionals.  Students worked in 

collaboration with companies such as the New Zealand Health Group and 

Geneva Healthcare to solve real-world problems through the ‘Healthcare 

Challenge’.

Over the ten day period students heard from adults successful in the 

medical field, including Doctors Hinemoa Elder, Justin Sung, Miriam 

Karalus and Nini Prescott. 

Video and Written Submission

As part of her work, Easterlin submitted a Healthcare Challenge video, 

followed by a document explaining her presentation further.

Outcome

GirlBoss’ Alexia Hilbertidou, in advising the results, said that this is a very 

competitive challenge that the brightest Aspiring Medical students from 

across New Zealand enter and it is really an exceptional achievement to 

win.

Easterlin was one of the three winners, alongside Anahera Weepers from 

Queen’s High School, Dunedin, and Samantha Flaws of Kapiti College.  

GirlBoss doesn’t have tiered winners so each was announced as an Overall 

Winner.

The winners received a $250 cash prize and, most valuably, on-going 

mentoring, and opportunities to be alongside people in the HealthCare 

Sector as part of their pathway.  An industry experience is organised with 

the Ministry of Education.  Easterlin’s mentor, Latasi Koro, was allocated to 

her through the programme.

Ashburton College Year 13 student Eliane Vinculado  received the 

above award, which is granted annually to the Ashburton College top 

student of the year, in Japanese.

This is also an online problem-solving 

competition. 

The ICAS (International Competitions and Assessments for Schools) 

yearly international competition is open to secondary school students 

throughout Australia and twenty other countries globally.  The 

questions challenge participants in all aspects of mathematics, helping 

students develop processing ability and problem-solving skills.

These are an Australian set of exams created by EAA (Educational 

Assessment Australia), and therefore not based on the New Zealand 

Curriculum, being independent tests that sit outside our learning 

programmes.  

Results

The top College student result was achieved by Year 10 student Luke 

Hay.  Luke scored 37 out of a possible 40 points. 

This placed him in the top 1% of all Year 10 students in New 

Zealand and the Pacific, earning a High Distinction Certificate, in 
what was an outstanding result.

Other Year 10 students to achieve well were: 

Hector Diamante (scoring 26 from 40 points) and earning a Credit 

Certificate for being in the top 25% of New Zealand Year 10 students. 

Ella Rickard who scored 23 out of 40 points, putting her in the top 45% 

and gaining a Merit Certificate.

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FIELD TRIPS - GEOGRAPHY

Year 13 Geography Field Trip To Kaikoura
The annual Year 13 Geography Field trip to Kaikoura took place from 
Wednesday 05 May to Friday 07 May, with teachers Annie Lees and 
Jemma Hurst. The class was based at the Canterbury Underwater Club 
Lodge on Torquay Street.
Day One involved travel to Kaikoura, then study in the afternoon at 
Gooches Beach, on measuring the gradient of the beach and other 
observations.  
This was a practice for Day Two which was spent walking around 
the Peninsula and stopping at two bays to take measurements and 
observations. 
The group’s field work consisted of taking measurements of beach 
gradients, wave observations, wave period, wave height, sediment 
size, wind direction and strength.  We were fortunate to have fantastic 
weather conditions as we walked around the peninsula, although this 
meant it did not produce the amazing wave action we might expect on 
the south coast of the Peninsula.

Inaugural West Coast Year 11 History Field Trip 

Over the two days preceding the Easter break, students from two Year 
11 History classes travelled to the West Coast in preparation for their 
AS91002 internal assessment. This assessment deals with significant 
events and disasters that have occurred throughout New Zealand’s 
history. 

Organising teacher Patrick Sandrey said that the purpose of this trip 
was for students to gain insight and historical empathy relating to 
events that have occurred on the coast. These events included the 
Kowhitirangi Incident, the Brunner Mine disaster, the Pike River Mine 
disaster and the 1908 Blackball Miners’ strike. 

To better understand the events and West Coast history we visited 
memorials and museums throughout our journey to gain some first-
hand knowledge. 

On our first day we packed up and headed, via Arthurs Pass, to 
Kowhitirangi, just outside Hokitika. Here lies a memorial to policemen, 
home guardsmen and civilians who were killed during Stanley 
Graham’s reign of terror in 1941. This site commemorates those who 
risked their lives to halt a skilled and ruthless killer. After taking photos 
and discussion we travelled to the Hokitika Gorge for a leisurely walk 
before setting up at our accommodation in Greymouth. 

The following day we ventured up the Grey Valley to the Pike River 
Mine Memorial. This was a very poignant and humbling experience as 
students viewed the memorials established for the miners who are yet 
to be returned to their families. 

Following this we visited Blackball, which is home to the Museum 
of Working-Class History. This museum has a wealth of primary 
information that students can use for their upcoming assignment. 

Our final stop was the Brunner Mine disaster memorial walk which 
offers valuable information about the affect and heartbreak that the 
mining disaster had on the Brunnerton community 125 years ago. 

All-in-all it seemed a successful maiden voyage for the Year 11 History 
West Coast Field Trip. Hopefully the students share that same sentiment

Year 13 - Marine Studies Centre, Portobello

Forty-seven students from the Year 13 classes in Biology, and 

Mathematics and Statistics, were involved in a three-day trip to the 

New Zealand Marine Studies Centre in Portobello, Dunedin.  

Whilst Biology students have been involved in this trip on an annual 

basis for many years now, this is the first time that the trip was 

extended to include students studying Mathematics and Statistics.  

The students were accompanied by Head of Mathematics Faculty Mel 

Evans; Head of Biology Department Susie Stewart; and Year 13 Biology 

teacher, Carolyn Clough.

The 5:00am start made for a quiet trip south to the Marine Studies 

Centre on Thursday 17 June.   Those who took advantage of an extra 

snooze on the bus would have been grateful, given the big days of 

practical work that lay ahead.

At Portobello the students were tasked with planning and carrying out 

their own investigations into the behaviour or responses of the half 

crab (Petrolisthes Elongatus) to an environmental factor that fluctuates

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in the marine environment.  

Students chose a range of behaviours to investigate (including re-

sheltering, turnover and feeding) in response to changing conditions 

such as salinity, temperature and water depth.   The investigations 

provided a rich and authentic learning experience for three NCEA Level 

3 Standards across the two subjects, potentially earning the students 

up to twelve credits each.

During the camp, the budding biologists were thrown into real-world 

Science, learning about the practical realities of experiments as well as 

exploring concepts such as bioethics.  

Carolyn said that opportunities like this are simply not possible in the 

classroom and the personal growth of students during the camp was 

immense.    As well as working towards their NCEA Level 3 internally 

assessed standards, students also gained first-hand experience of 

university laboratory and fieldwork.

After three days of intensive work, the students completed several 

replicates of their investigations and collected a vast amount of data 

to analyse.   This statistical analysis and reporting on their findings 

continued back at College.

Year 12 Science Students to Antarctic Centre 

Science/Chemistry teacher Heena Shah said that the day, on 05 May, 

was jam-packed with good learning about Antarctica. The day started 

with a fun ride in Hägglund, an amazing all-terrain amphibious 

Antarctic vehicle that is used in the Antarctic for transportation, built 

to conquer the rough terrain on the ice. This gave the group a good 

idea of terrain and hurdles faced in the Antarctic, feeling what it’s like 

for scientists in Antarctica as they travel across the ice, up and down 

hills, over crevasses and through water. 

An interactive demonstration on waves, light, and the length of the 

day with the use of models, followed the Hägglund ride, after which it 

was off to the penguin enclosure to learn about penguin behaviours in 

the wild and in the enclosure, where the Little Blue Penguins housed in 

New Zealand’s first combined indoor/outdoor enclosure are all rescue 

penguins, without the ability to now fend for themselves in the wild. 

After a break, it was off to a presentation about Antarctic weather 

and climate, and about animals and their adaptations that help them 

survive on and around the extreme environment of Antarctica. The next 

step involved student activities in order to collect information from 

the displays. 

A visit to the Storm Room, with a temperature of -28oC, and a viewing 

of a movie about the research that is being conducted in the Antarctic, 

concluded the day.

Heena said that, all-in-all, it was a fun day with a lot of learning that 

linked to the Year 12 Earth and Space Science and the Achievement 

Standard they were undertaking, challenging students to ‘Investigate 

how Organisms Survive in Extreme Environments’.

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Year 12 - Physics 

On Wednesday 16 June, Mr Bell’s Year 12 Physics class of close to 

thirty students went to the Rutherford building at the University 

of Canterbury (UC), Christchurch, to gain further knowledge about 

radioactivity.

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Year 12 - St James Walk
